Due to the logistics surrounding Optimist Nationals, there will only be two venues of three days each for Texas Youth Race Week in 2011. Both venues are hosted jointly by Texas Corinthian Yacht Club, Houston Yacht Club, and Lakewood Yacht Club.

Optimist Nationals will be held at Houston Yacht Club immediately following Race Week. There is expected to be a large number of Optimists at HYC so for logistics purposes for this year only, the Lasers, 29er’s and Club 420’s will sail all 6 days out of TCYC. 
Area F Elminations:

Competition for the Area F Eliminations for the USSailing Chubb U.S. Junior Sailing Championships (Sears, Bemis, and Smythe trophies) will be held concurrently with Texas Youth Race Week (TYRW).  The official Notice of Race and Registration for these events may be completed on-line at Regatta Network or at the link provided on the USSailing website at http://championships.ussailing.org/Youth/ChubbJrChampionships/AreaElims_NOR.htm
See these Notices of Race for specific entry conditions and requirements that will apply.

Competitors must register for TYRW and USSailing Elimination separately and pay registration fees for both.  Even though these events are held at the same time; registration, scoring, and awards will be separate.  Competitors registering for both events will be scored (and be eligible for awards) in both.

2.  GENERAL RULES:

This regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the 2011 Racing Rules of Sailing, (except as altered by the Sailing Instructions), the Texas Sailing Association’s Youth Racing Class Rules, and the Sailing Instructions. 

3.  CLASSES AND FLEETS:

As described in the TSA Yearbook:  Laser, Laser Radial, Laser 4.7, 29er, Optimist, and Club 420.  All classes are “Bring Your Own Boat”.  A minimum of three boats is required to form a class.

4.  ELIGIBILITY:


As described in the TSA Yearbook, open to all who do not turn twenty (20) during 2011.


NOTE: Optimist sailors may participate until December 31st of the calendar year in which they turn age 15.

5.  UNITED STATES SAILING ASSOCIATION MEMBERSHIP (REQUIRED)

Youth or Family membership in US Sailing is required for each competitor (helmsman and crew for double handed classes).  Sailors may sign up at registration.  If you are already a member, bring proof of your membership to registration -- it will be checked.  Family members may order individual membership cards for each child by calling the US SAILING membership office at 1-800-US-SAIL-1.

6.  USODA MEMBERSHIP (REQUIRED)

For Optimist sailors participating in this regatta, your USODA membership must be current.  Sailors may sign up at registration for a one year skipper membership.

7.  ENTRY FEE:       $175.00 per person for both venues OR $90.00 per person for each venue (if paid individually for each venue) 
if postmarked by June 30th, 2011 OR registered ONLINE.

* * *  ENTRY DEADLINE:    June 30th, 2011.   For entries postmarked after June 30th, 2011, 

           entry fee will be $185.00 per person for both venues OR $95.00 per person for each venue * * * *


NOTE:   CASH OR CHECK ONLY -- NO CLUB CHARGES   (check payable to:  Texas Youth Race Week)

Entry fee includes an official USA Junior Olympic T-Shirt, 6 lunches, 1 dinner, 1 banquet dinner, and trophies.  Additional meal tickets for family members may be purchased at each venue.

9.  CHECK IN:

In order to race at each venue, all racers are required to check in by the above times on the first race day of each venue at the registration table, even if you registered online or by mail.

10.  SKIPPERS’ MEETING:


A Skippers’ Meeting will be held on the 1st race day at each venue:

11.  RACES:

Races will be conducted on Galveston Bay for both venues.  Nine races are scheduled for each venue, weather permitting, with one throw out after six races.  One race will constitute a regatta.  First warning signal will be at 1400 hours each race day. 

12.  PRIZES:

USA Junior Olympic Medals will be awarded at the Banquet at HYC on Friday, July 15th to top participants in all fleets with six or more participants excluding the Green Fleet.  All Green Fleet competitors will be awarded Participation trophies.

Trophies will be awarded at each venue, with overall trophies awarded at the Banquet -- only to competitors who have registered, participated, and competed in the same fleet at both venues.  To be eligible for overall trophies in the 420 and 29er fleets, the same skipper/crew team must have registered, participated, and competed at both venues. There will be no substitution or changing of skipper or crew.

13.  USODA TEAM TRIALS QUALIFICATION:

This regatta constitutes a 2012 USODA Team Trials Qualifying event.  The top 25% of Team Trials Eligible (TTE) competitors will qualify.  All qualifiers will be selected from the Red, Blue and White fleets.  The qualification will be calculated for the top 25% for both venues for each sailor.

USA Junior Olympic Medals will be awarded at the Banquet at HYC on Friday, July 15th to top participants in all fleets with six or more participants excluding the Green Fleet.  All Green Fleet competitors will be awarded Participation medals.  

Trophies will be awarded at each venue, with overall trophies awarded at the Banquet – only to competitors who have registered, participated, and competed in the same fleet at both venues.  To be eligible for overall trophies in the 420 and 29er fleets, the same skipper/crew team must be registered, participated, and competed at both venues.  There will be no substitution or changing of skipper or crew.

14.  SAFETY:


Parents/guardians are responsible for the safety of the sailor.  It is the responsibility solely of the parents/guardians of the 
sailor to decide if the sailor should sail in the weather and sea conditions that might arise during the event.  Parents not 
personally attending any part of the event must ensure that another adult is authorized and designated to make these decisions 
for their sailor.


Following the conclusion of Monday’s races at the TCYC venue, any Optimist sailor wishing to sail to the harbor of HYC 

must be accompanied by a coach registered to participate in the regatta and operating a power boat with VHF radio and personal cell phone.  The coach must notify the Race Committee, in writing and before the start of the last race of the day, of the names and sail numbers of the Optimist sailors who will be under his or her supervision for the sail to the HYC venue.  All Optimist sailors and coaches must wear a properly fastened PFD while sailing to HYC.  The transit of the boats to HYC is not an event of 
this regatta.  Penalty for failure to comply with this Rule will be addressed in the Sailing Instructions.


LIFE JACKETS (PFD’s) and BOW LINES

Competitors are required to wear a properly fastened U.S. Coast Guard approved life jackets when on the water at all times.  
ALL boats displaying a colored, numbered TYRW flag, coach AND safety boats alike, are required to wear a PFD and have a working VHF radio, actively monitoring the RC channel of the course they are on.  No other power boats will be allowed in the vicinity of racing sailboats boats, unless it is an emergency and the RC is requesting additional assistance.  ALL coach and safety boats are required to verbally check-in with the RC on the proper radio channel before the Warning Signal of the first race each day. Boats failing to meet these conditions will not be permitted in the racing area.

ALL BOATS SHALL HAVE BOW LINES.


Optimist floating bow lines shall be eight meters (26’-3”), and all other boats must make provisions for bow lines of 30’.  

BOW LINES ARE MANDATORY FOR ALL BOATS.

15.  SAILING INSTRUCTIONS:


The Sailing Instructions will be available at Registration.

16.  ALCOHOL & DRUGS:

No competitor shall use, either on or off the water, alcoholic beverages (beer, wine, distilled spirits) or use any controlled substance (marijuana, cocaine, etc.) the possession of which is unlawful.  This regulation is in effect during the entire event, from date and time of arrival through date and time of departure.
